Teresa, Mother (1910-1997)

Mother Theresa was a Roman Catholic nun who devoted her life to working among the sick and poor people of Calcutta (now Kolkata), India. She established the Missionaries of Charity which is a multinational organization with 517 centres around the world nowadays. More than 4,000 nuns staff the Missionaries of Charity orphanages, Aids hospices, mental homes and basic medical clinics, together with numerous volunteers. Mother Teresa was awarded the Nobel Prize for Peace in 1979 for her help in strugggle with poferty, hunger and illnesses in India.
Mother Teresa was born in Skopje, Macedonia. Her real name was Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu. At the age of 18 she followed her ”first call within the the call” and joined an Irish order, the Sisters of Loretto. The community was known for their missionary work in India. When she took her vows as a Sister of Loretto, she chose the name Teresa. In Calcutta, Sister Teresa taught geography and cathechism at St. Mary's High School. In 1944, she became the principal of St. Mary's. Soon Sister Teresa became ill with tuberculosis and was unable to continue teaching. She was sent to Darjeeling for rest. It was on the train to Darjeeling that she received her second call -- "the call within the call". Mother Teresa remembered later, "I was to leave the convent and work with the poor, living among them. It was an order. I knew where I belonged but I did not know how to get there."  . 

 In 1948 she became an Indian citizen and founded the Missionaries of Charity, an order for men and women based in Calcutta that helps abandoned children and the dying. Mother Teresa started with a school in the slums to teach the children of the poor. She also learned basic medicine and went into the homes of the sick to treat them. In 1949, some of her former pupils joined her. They found men, women, and children dying on the streets who were rejected by local hospitals. The group rented a room so they could care for helpless people otherwise condemned to die in the gutter. In January 1997 she decided to give up the leadership of the Missionaries of Charity order, having undergone heart surgery after heart attacks in November 1996. Although Sister Nirmala was elected as her successor as Superior General of the order in March 1997, Mother Teresa retained the title of Mother General until her death in September 1997.

Martin Luther King
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Martin Luther King, Jr.

Martin Luther King was born in 1929 in Atlanta, USA. He was one of the most famous civil-rights leaders in the USA. Born as the son and grandson of Baptist preachers, King became an adherent of nonviolence while in college. In 1954 he became a Baptist pastor of a church in Montgomery, Ala. The following year he received a doctorate from Boston University. 

When Martin Luther King was selected to head the Montgomery Improvement Association in 1955, he organised the so called Montgomery Bus Boycott in order to fight aginst the racial segregation on public transportation in the city. At that time in Montgomerry black people were allowed to sit on the bus only starting with the fifth row. They always had to offer their seats to white people. Many black people took part in the boycott. Although some of them were imprisopned, Martin Luther king’s efforts were successful. 

In 1957 he formed the Southern Christian Leadership Conference and began lecturing nationwide, urging active nonviolence to achieve civil rights for African Americans. In 1960 he returned to Atlanta and became copastor with his father of Ebenezer Baptist Church. He was arrested and imprisoned for protesting segregation at a lunch counter. This case drew national attention, and presidential candidate John F. Kennedy helped to obtain his release. 

Martin Luther Kings’s efforts led to the 1963 March on Washington, where King made his famous “I Have a Dream” speech. It raised public consciousness of the civil rights movement and established King as one of the greatest orators in American history. More than 200,000 protestors listened to the speech. The march influenced the passage of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, and King was awarded the 1964 Nobel Prize for Peace. 

In 1965 he was criticized from within the civil-rights movement. He yielded to the military troops and the state policre at a march in Selma, Ala. and failed in the effort to change Chicago's housing segregation policies. Thereafter he broadened his advocacy, addressing the miserable situation of the poor of all races and opposing the Vietnam War. In April1968 he went to Memphis, Tenn., to support a strike by sanitation workers. There on April 4, he was killedby James Earl Ray. In the USA a national holiday is celebrated in King's honour on the third Monday in January.

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What does the term ‘racial discrimination’ mean? It means to treat a person differently based on race rather than capability. I have cherished the ideal of a democratic and free society in which all persons live together in harmony and with equal opportunities. It is an ideal, which I hope to live for and to achieve. But if needs be, it is an ideal for which I am prepared to die". Nelson Mandela 
Nelson Mandela is one of the world’s greatest heroes for his struggle to free the people of South Africa. He spent his whole life fighting for racial equality. He formed a political party called Umkhoto we Sizwe in 1961 after all forms of peaceful protests failed. He travelled abroad for his cause even though he knew of the danger he was posing to himself when he returned to South Africa. Not long after, he was arrested and sentenced to life imprisonment. He was released in 1990 after being in jail for 28 years. Three years later, in 1993, he was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for his efforts to abolish racial discrimination in South Africa. He is an inspiration to all the deprived and oppressed people in the world and has never tolerated any form of racism. 

In the beginning, the aim of ‘apartheid’ was to keep the white people in South Africa in total control of the country as well as dividing the races. In the 1960’s, the Grand Apartheid plan was created to emphasize the separation of territories and police repression. 

The apartheid laws were created in 1948. White people weren’t allowed to marry non-white people and there was a sanction of ‘white-only jobs’. By 1950, all South Africans were categorized into three categories: white, black or coloured. People who belonged to the coloured category were neither black nor white, maybe from an Asian or Indian background. 

This table below is one example of the apartheid policy and how effective it was in keeping the black people of South Africa oppressed. As you can see from the table although the black population was much higher, they had fewer doctors and teachers. Therefore young children died early and the older ones received little education.

It was obligatory for a black person to carry a passbook containing their fingerprints, photo and information whenever they wanted to enter a non-black area. This meant that Africans who lived in their homelands needed passports to enter South Africa, their own country! 

March 21, 1960 marked a tragic day in the history of South Africa. A big group of blacks in the township of Sharpeville were protesting peacefully by refusing to carry their passes and as many as 69 people were shot by the police and 187 people were wounded. This incident was known by many people as the Sharpeville Massacre. Despite this tragedy, the white regime had no intention of changing the unjust laws of apartheid. Later on, the United Nations General Assembly declared March 21 as the International Day for the Elimination of Racial Discrimination. Due to the problems of ‘apartheid’ South Africa was expelled from the United Nations in 1974. Now the United Nations calls on all international communities to work together to fight against racial.

The northernmost settlement in Canada (and in the world) is Canadian Forces Station Alert on the northern tip of Ellesmere Island. It is about 817 kilometres far from the North Pole. However much of the Canadian Arctic is covered by ice, and children from the far North of Canada do not go to school every day. They have to study at home on-line or by radio lessons. Canadian winter temperatures fall below freezing point, with snow covering some parts of the country for nearly six months!

E__Canada is one of the world's wealthiest nations, with a high per-capita income. Much of Canada’s economy rlies upon its abundant natural resources and upon trade—particularly with the United States, with which Canada has had a long and complex relationship.It features in the list of top five world's producers of gold, copper, zinc, nickel, aluminum, and natural gas, and it produces so much energy, that it provides it to the US too!  HOW TO BE POLITE AT DINNER

	1. Arrive on time, your host will be working very hard to serve the dinner hot. 

2. Present yourself cleanly and dress well. Your clothes should make you feel comfortable, but elegant. 

3. Make sure you eat only what you can handle. Never eat too much, not only will you feel ill, you will look impolite and greedy. However, don't eat too little, and whatever you do, don't abandon a dish. It could seem incredibly impolite if you are served food which you then don't touchknow the atmosphere and theme;



	4. Wait for some signal that the meal is beginning, such as the hostess lifting her fork (this is the most common signal that guests may begin). Perhaps your host wants to say grace before eating or something similar. Definitely wait until everyone is seated and served before beginning to eat. 

5. Ask politely (by name if possible--don't just announce to the entire table "pass the salt!") and smile when you need a utensil or other item. Be sure to thank the person who fetches it for you. 

6. Talk, but try to keep your voice peaceful and polite. Importantly, try not to interrupt others; let them talk and show them that you are listening to them with respectful eye contact. 

7. Smile at other guests and treat them all well - be polite, peaceful, calm and classy. 

8. Practice basic table manners. Keep your elbows off the table, keep your fingers out of your plate, break small pieces of bread from a roll to butter instead of buttering your whole roll at once, chew with your lips closed, don't scrape your teeth on your fork or spoon, never talk with food in your mouth, always say please and thank you, and use your napkin (which belongs in your lap when you are not using it!)

Arctic ice may disappear in a decade
A new report on global warming predicts the frozen Arctic Ocean will soon be like a normal sea in the summers. There are shocking changes happening in the polar environment and its fragile eco-systems. For millions of years, the sea around the North Pole has been frozen all year round. Recent research from the World Wildlife Fund (WWF) and the Catlin Atlantic Survey show things are changing fast. They predict that within a decade, the Arctic will be largely ice-free in the summer. They base their prediction on the rate at which the sea ice is currently thinning. The lead researcher, Professor Peter Wadhams, said: "The area is now more likely to become open water each summer, bringing forward the potential date when the summer sea ice will be completely gone."
An ice-free Arctic will have consequences for the whole world’s weather patterns. The Arctic sea ice is a key part of the Earth’s climate system. Experts call it Earth's “refrigerator”. They said that as it disappears, the world will become a lot warmer. Scientists are still unclear exactly what changes there will be to our weather. Forecasters predict an increase in all kinds of disasters and extreme weather events. These include massive flooding, much more dangerous hurricanes and the spread of the world’s deserts. These new findings provide an urgent call for world leaders to act. The timing of the WWF report is a reminder to those attending the UN climate summit in Copenhagen in December. Rich countries will face pressure to agree to reduce their carbon emissions by 40 per cent by 2020.

	Gaelic football is a fast and exciting field game unique to Ireland. It can be described as a mixture of soccer and rugby, but is a lot older. It is a field game which has developed as a distinct game similar to the progression of Australian Rules.

	There are 15 players on a team and the object is to kick, hand-pass or fist a leather ball through to the opponents goal, into the net as in soccer to score three points or to put it over a crossbar for one point. Each game lasts for 70 minutes with two halves of 35 minutes each.

The ball used in Gaelic Football is round, slightly smaller than a soccer ball. It can be carried in the hand for a distance of four steps and can be kicked or "hand-passed", a striking motion with the hand or fist. After every four steps the ball must be either bounced or "solo-ed", an action of dropping the ball onto the foot and kicking it back into the hand. You may not bounce the ball twice in a row

Each team consists of 15 players, lining out as follows: 1 goalkeeper, 3 full-backs, 3 half-backs, 2 midfielders, 3 half-forwards and 3 full-forwards

A goal is signalled with an umpire to the left of the goal raising a green flag A point is signalled by raising a white flag to the right of goal. A '45'/'65' is signalled by the umpire raising his/her outside arm. A 'square ball', when a player scores having arrived in the 'square' prior to receiving the ball, is signalled by pointing at the small parallelogram.

Gaelic football as played today is a modern, fast and enjoyable sport. Almost 2,600 clubs promote the game and there are branches of the Gaelic Athletic Association in England, Scotland, USA, Canada, Australia, parts of Asia and in most countries in Europe.

The game is played in 3,500 primary schools and this is where most players make their first contact with the game.
